Items in General Discussion: 

· The Georgia URISA Executive Board welcomes Lynn Hale to the Board as our new Corporate Sponsor Chair. Ron Mulberry has transitioned to the position of Conference and Events Chair for the balance of his term.
· This year we received 8 abstract submittals for the Student Awards. Six were from Gainesville State College and two were from Georgia Tech. Chris Semerjian has emailed Danielle with a list of suggestions/guidelines on how the awards can be marketed better to GIS students around the state. 

Vote (Yes): Georgia URISA should dedicate a Student Award Committee and begin marketing next year’s awards to colleges and universities using the guidelines submitted by Chris Semerjian.

· The Board is considering incorporating a WebEx-type service to extend our monthly meetings to members that cannot physically attend luncheons. This would also enable the membership to attend North and South Sub-Chapter quarterly meetings online and would allow those outside of Metro-Atlanta to attend our monthly meetings.
· ERDAS, Inc has offered to host Georgia URISA luncheon meetings once a quarter with WebEx hosting on their servers. Procuring meeting spaces that can accommodate our growing attendance is always an issue, particularly those that are free of charge. The Board is interested in this offer, but has logistical questions for ERDAS. 

Conference and Workshop Report: Ron Mulberry 

· Ron attended the GITA Southeast Chapter’s Board Luncheon. GITA voted to support the proposal of a Joint Conference, pending a definitive list of responsibilities for the sponsoring organizations.

Vote (Yes): Georgia URISA should propose to the sponsors of the Joint Conference that all sponsors will be financial partners based on membership participation and attendance and that all sponsors will have a member serving on the conference committee.

· A Low Cost Workshop is planned. It will consist of 1 eight-hour day and 1 four-hour day. Potentially this event could be held locally at ERDAS’ location in Norcross to help limit traveling expenses for the membership. If so, the workshop attendance would have to be limited to about 75.
